Enrolling in Turnitin.com

I will provide a Class ID # and enrollment password to the class in order for you to create your own account to use Turnitin.
1. Go to www.turnitin.com 
2. Under the email box in the upper right corner,click on the link “Create Account”.
3. On the next window, where it says “Create a New Account” choose “Student” link.
4. Follow the directions on the New User page. You must have a Class ID# and class enrollment password to complete your profile.(Do not cut and paste into these fields.)
5. Once enrolled, your class will show on your homepage.
6. Click on the class name and you will see the assignments and submissions for that class.
Once the initial student account with profile* is complete, you will only need to log into your account to see the class, or classes, in which you are enrolled. If you are enrolled in multiple Turnitin classes, you will need a class ID# and enrollment password for each class, in order to add the classes to your Turnitin account. Once you are enrolled in each class, you do not need that class ID and password again.
*The user Profile consists of an e-mail address, user password, optional personal information, and a set of user preferences.
Submitting a Paper to Turnitin.com
You can submit papers to assignments which have been created by an instructor. 
To submit a paper using file upload, please do the following:
1. Log into your account.
2. Click on the title of the class you wish to submit to.
3. Click on the blue "Submit" button for the assignment you wish to submit to. If there is a grey "Submit" button, submissions are not allowed for this assignment. Please check the assignment start and due dates and the assignment info icon*. 
4. Choose Single File Upload.
5. Enter the title of your paper.
6. Click on "browse" to locate the paper saved to your computer. 
7. Click on the file and click "open". 
8. Click the "upload" button at the bottom. 
9. STOP, and WAIT for the next page to appear.
10. Click "submit" to confirm your submission.
Important: after your paper is successfully submitted, your digital receipt will be displayed on screen. The digital receipt has a paper ID number, which is confirmation that Turnitin has received your submission. If you do not see a digital receipt with a paper ID number, then your paper was not successfully received by Turnitin. The digital receipt is also emailed to you as well.

Submitting a Paper to Turnitin.com by using “cut and paste” method

You are provided with two ways to upload your papers to Turnitin assignments: by single file upload, or by cut & paste upload. It is recommended that you upload papers by single file upload whenever possible. Nevertheless, you may choose to submit by cut & paste upload.

To submit a section of paper or an entire paper by cut and paste, please do the following:
1. Log into your account.
2. Click on the class you wish to submit to.
3. Click on the blue "Submit" button for the assignment you wish to submit to. If there is a grey "Submit" button, submissions are not allowed for this assignment. Please check the assignment start and due dates and the assignment info icon*.
4. Select “cut & paste upload” from the “choose a paper submission method:” pull down menu.
5. Fill in the relevant fields for the submission (eg. name and title).
6. Copy and paste the section of text you would like to submit in the large “cut & paste your paper:” field.
7. Click "upload". 
Note: Once you have uploaded the paper, you should print out or save the digital receipt, which is displayed automatically on your screen after you submit your paper. The digital receipt is an automated response to submissions, which cannot be manually reproduced. The receipt is also e-mailed to you. Please check your e-mail, including your junk, bulk or deleted file (it is sometimes filtered as spam) for the digital receipt email.

Introduction

This Student Quickstart will help you get started with Turnitin and will walk you through the steps for submitting your first paper. To begin, you need to first register with Turnitin and create a user profile.

If you have received an e-mail from Turnitin with a temporary password, a user profile has already been created for you. To get started, log in to Turnitin with your e-mail address and password and proceed to Step 2 in this Quickstart.

Step 1

To register and create a user profile, go to www.turnitin.com and at the top of the page and select your language from the drop down menu.

Click on the "Create Account" link on the homepage and the Create a User Profile page will open.

Click on the "Student" link. Fill in the required information in the new user profile form. In order to create a profile, you must have a class ID and an enrollment password. You can get this information from your instructor.

Once you have created your profile, click the "I Agree" button to log into Turnitin.

Step 2 - Student Homepage

Your class will show up on your Student Homepage. Click on the name of your class to open your class portfolio.

Step 3 - Class Portfolio

Your Class Portfolio shows the assignments your instructor has created and your submissions to the class. 

Step 4 - Submitting a Paper

To submit a paper, click the "Submit" button next to the paper assignment.

The paper submission page will open. Enter a title for your paper. To select a paper for submission, click the browse button and locate the paper on your computer. We accept submissions in these formats:

· MS Word, WordPerfect, RTF, PDF, PostScript, HTML, plain text (.txt)

After entering a title for your paper and selecting a file, click "Upload" to upload your paper.

If your paper is in a format that we do not accept, you can submit it by cut and paste. To submit a paper this way, select cut & paste upload using the pulldown at the top of the form.

Copy the text of your paper from a word processing program and then paste it into the text box in the submission form. If you submit your paper using the cut and paste method, you can skip the next step.

Step 5 - Submitting a Paper Confirmation

The paper you chose to submit will be in the preview. Look over all the information and make sure that it is correct. To confirm the submission, click the "Submit" button.

After you confirm your submission, a digital receipt will be shown. A copy of the receipt will be e-mailed to you. To return to your portfolio and view your submission, click the "Go to Portfolio" button.

Step 6 - Viewing an Originality Report

To view your Originality Report, click on the Originality Report icon to the right of the assignment.

By default, students cannot see their own Originality Reports. If you see the text "Not Available" instead of an Originality Report icon in your portfolio, then your instructor has disabled the ability for students to view the Originality Report for this assignment. If you would like to view your report, contact your instructor.
