Kant says Enlightenment is …
~ “Enlightenment is man’s release from his self-incurred tutelage.”

~ “Laziness and cowardice are the reasons why so great a portion of mankind…remain under lifelong tutelage.”

~ “By falling a few times, they would finally learn to walk alone.”

~ “Therefore, there are only few who have succeeded by their own exercise of mind both freeing themselves from incompetence and in achieving a steady pace.”

~ “If only freedom is granted, enlightenment is almost sure to follow.”

~ “It is the freedom to make public use of one’s reason at every point.”

~ “Everywhere there is restriction on freedom.”

~ “The public use of one’s reason must always be free, and it alone can bring about enlightenment among men.  The private use of reason, on the other hand, may often be very narrowly restricted without particularly hindering the progress of enlightenment.”

~ “The citizen cannot refuse to pay the taxes imposed on him…but the same person as a citizen, as a scholar, he publicly expresses his thoughts on the inappropriateness or even the injustice of these levies.”
~ “As a priest, he is not free, nor can he be free, because he carries out the orders of another.  But as a scholar, whose writings speak to his public…enjoys an unlimited freedom to use his own reason and to speak in his own person.”

~ “For himself (and only for a short time) a man can postpone enlightenment in what he ought to know, but to renounce it for himself, and even more to renounce it for posterity, is to injure and trample on the rights of mankind.”
